449.99716 Appointment, qualifications and
responsibilities of administrator

1. 

The governing body of a recovery center  shall appoint a qualified administrator for

the center who is responsible to  the governing body for the performance of his or

her duties.

2. 

The administrator must:   (a) Be at least 21 years of age;  and (b) Possess one of

the  following qualifications: (1) Be a  physician; (2) Be a registered  nurse; (3) Have

a bachelor's or  postgraduate degree in administration or a field related to health

care;  or (4) Have at least 1 year of  administrative experience in a health care

setting.
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Have at least 1 year of  administrative experience in a health care setting.

3. 

The administrator is  responsible for the daily operation of the recovery center.
