
 

 

§483.430(b)(5)(vi)(A) Hold a graduate degree from a school of social work accredited or 
approved by the Council on Social Work Education or another comparable body; or  

 

§483.430(b)(5)(vi)(B) Hold a Bachelor of Social Work degree from a college or university 
accredited or approved by the Council on Social Work Education or another comparable body. 

 

§483.430(b)(5)(vii) To be designated as a speech-language pathologist or audiologist, an 
individual must-- 
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§483.430(b)(5)(vii)(A) Be eligible for a Certificate of Clinical Competence in Speech-Language 
Pathology or Audiology granted by the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association or 
another comparable body; or 

 

§483.430(b)(5)(vii)(B) Meet the educational requirements for certification and be in the 
process of accumulating the supervised experience required for certification. 
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§483.430(b)(5)(viii) To be designated as a professional recreation staff member an individual 
must have a bachelor’s degree in recreation or in a specialty area such as art, dance, music or 
physical education. 
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§483.430(b)(5)(ix) To be designated as a professional dietitian, an individual must be eligible 
for registration by the American Dietetics Association.
