
 

Guidance §483.430(a)(1)  

 

"Experience" means providing professional or direct services, either paid or volunteer, in a 
setting that serves persons with intellectual disabilities.  The experience working directly with 
persons with intellectual or other developmental disabilities can be obtained prior to or after 
obtaining the qualifying degree or credentials. 

 

§483.430(a)(2) Is one of the following: 
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(a)(2)(i) A doctor of medicine osteopathy. 
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(a)(2)(ii) A registered nurse.

§483.430(a)(2)(iii) An individual who holds at least a bachelor's degree in a professional 
category specified in paragraph (b)(5) of this section

The individual must have at least a bachelor’s degree in one of the professions listed in §483.430 
(b)(5)(i-xi).
